He was writing to challenge the
reader to slow down when
reading the Bible. Instead of
just reading the words,
experience the events.

I've encouraged you to read
through the Bible in a year. I've
even provided a plan to help
you. | think every Christian
should read the Bible from
cover to cover at least once in
your life. But don’t let that be
the sum total of your Bible
reading. Take some time to
read Bible stories slowly,
‘sauntering” through the text
using your imagination to
picture the events. “Saunter”
through the epistles, imagining

that you’re a church member
in first century Galatia and
Paul is writing to you. Or
imagine that you’re a member
of the church in Corinth, a
church with a lot of problems,
and read Paul’s letters as if
you had just received the
correspondence in the mail.

We miss a lot of America
when we drive 60 miles an
hour along an interstate
highway, rushing to get where
we’re going. Try taking some
back roads and stop in small
towns. “Saunter” your way
through Indiana. The old state
slogan “Wander Indiana” is
good advice. Also “saunter”

your way through the Bible.
You miss out on a lot of God’s
Word when you read in a rush.
You will never run out of
interesting things to discover if
you take your time. Begin today
to “saunter” through the Bible.
